Introduction 

The state and federal education agenda is increasingly moving toward a measurement and accountability framework.  This means there is an emphasis on standards and assessment, demonstrated by the implementation of the Queensland Curriculum and Reporting Framework (QCARF) and the proposed National Benchmark Tests.  Once these initiatives are embedded students will be tested twice during year three, five, and seven and once during years two, four, seven and nine.  These tests assess a student’s ability at a certain point in time and their capacity to cope in a testing environment.  A students result on these tests is then compared to state averages so a school can identify gaps in learning and therefore develop appropriate curriculum in response.  It has been highlighted that Western Cape College needs to develop a sustainable formal process to address gaps in learning highlighted in benchmark tests.  The Western Cape College Curriculum Committee is currently addressing this issue.


It is noted that benchmark data needs to be considered in context:

· Benchmark data only measures ability at a point in time

· Benchmark data does not assess all forms of intelligence, therefore a child’s ability needs to be considered in the context of their whole schooling experience

· Benchmark data, like all data is subject to error.

Year 2 Net

This data is based on teacher judgment of student’s progress on diagnostic continua.  The teachers have common validation tasks and peers moderate sample student work.  Individual student performance is collected centrally and benchmarked.  
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Year 2 Net ATSI and Non ATSI Comparison
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These three graphs compare the average scores of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander students to non Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander students.  This comparison is made on each of the components of the Year 2 Diagnostic Net.  ATSI and non ATSI comparisons are made only for the Weipa Campus of Western Cape College as non ATSI scores on other campuses are not calculable.

Comment:  The above graphs highlight the differences between ATSI and non ATSI student outcomes.  ATSI students consistently perform lower on all components.  In 2006 both ATSI and non ATSI students performed significantly lower than respective state benchmarks on the writing component but achieved comparable results on the number component an improvement from 2005.  ATSI results continue to decline until 2005 where results appear to stabilize.  2005 non ATSI results on the number component drop from 2004 outcomes but this is recovered in 2006. 

Year 2 Net Western Cape College Campus Comparisons
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These three graphs compare outcomes for students across all Western Cape College campuses.  This comparison is made on each of the components of the Year 2 Diagnostic Net.  These comparisons are based on all students.
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Comment:  The above graphs demonstrate the disparate outcomes experienced between campuses of Western Cape College.  Aurukun, Mapoon and Napranum campuses graphically have consistently poorer outcomes than Weipa campus.  The campus populations of Aurukun, Mapoon and Napranum are primarily Indigenous and research shows that ATSI student outcomes are consistently lower than non ATSI which may explain the outcomes experienced by these campuses.  Specifically, Aurukun and Napranum are measurably below state benchmarks on all components from 2001-2005.  It is noted that Aurukun, like Mapoon experienced a drop on all test components in 2004, averages recover in 2005 to previous mean highs in 2003.    Napranum outcomes fluctuate annually with a significant drop in 2005; this could be a result of rolling out of school operations for campus closure.  Weipa campus outcomes are fairly consistent across 2001-2006; a significant drop in 2005 recovers in 2006.  It is noted that Mapoon 2006 reading and writing results for Mapoon demonstrate continued improvement.

Year 3, 5, 7 Tests

The year three, five and seven tests are produced and marked centrally by the Queensland Studies Authority.  The purpose of these tests is to explain and contribute to the improvement of student learning in literacy and numeracy.  Results from tests should be considered within the context of a student’s education profile.  The three, five, seven tests only complement classroom assessment.     
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Year 3 Test ATSI and Non ATSI Literacy Comparison
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These four graphs compare the average scores of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander students to non Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander students.  This comparison is made on each of the literacy components of the Year 3 Test.  An overall literacy measure is included as a quick reference of general literacy outcomes.  ATSI and non ATSI comparisons are made only for the Weipa Campus of Western Cape College as non ATSI scores on other campuses are not calculable.   

Comment:  The above graphs highlight the differences between ATSI and non ATSI student outcomes.  ATSI students consistently perform lower on all components.  ATSI outcomes though appear to be improving over time with scale score averages peaking 500 on most test components at some point.  This finding is demonstrated by the proportions of year three students in the bottom 15% of literacy gradually decreasing.  As the table below demonstrates, in 2002 the percentage of year 3 ATSI students in the bottom 15% of literacy dropped by half; there has since been an increase and these percentages have remained consistent over the last 4 years.  Non ATSI student proportions in the bottom 15% from 2001 to 2005 have gradually dropped but in 2006 the percentage increased to its highest since the College inception.

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Year 3 Test ATSI and Non ATSI Numeracy Comparison

This comparison is made on each of the numeracy components of the Year 3 Test.  An overall numeracy measure is included as a quick reference of general numeracy outcomes. 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Cape College as non ATSI scores on other campuses are not calculable.  
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Comment: The above graphs highlight the differences between ATSI and non ATSI student outcomes.  ATSI students consistently perform lower on all components.  ATSI outcomes on numeracy have remained fairly consistent over time.  However, the table below demonstrates that in 2003 the percentage of Year 3 ATSI students in the bottom 15% on numeracy dropped dramatically.  In 2004 this percentage was below state percentages.  In 2005 though this percentage increased more than 20 percentage points it has dropped slightly in 2006.  A slight increase in ATSI mean scores in 2006 on the space component is noted.  Non ATSI student proportions in the bottom 15% over the last 6 years have fluctuated.

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Year 3 Test Literacy: Western Cape College Campus Comparisons
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These four graphs compare outcomes for students across all Western Cape College campuses.  This comparison is made on each of the literacy components of the Year 3 Test.  An overall literacy comparison is included as a quick reference of general literacy outcomes.  These comparisons are based on all students.

Comment: The above graphs demonstrate the disparate outcomes experienced between campuses of Western Cape College.  Graphically Aurukun and Napranum campuses have consistently poorer outcomes than Mapoon and Weipa campuses.  The campus populations of Aurukun, Mapoon and Napranum are primarily Indigenous and research shows that ATSI student outcomes are consistently lower than non ATSI which may explain the outcomes experienced by these campuses.   It is noted that Weipa campus results have remained fairly consistent with a slight drop in 2006 particularly on the spelling component.   It is noted that Weipa campus with the exception of 2002 is consistently below state benchmarks on the reading component.  A significant drop in scores on all components during 2002 for Aurukun, Mapoon and Napranum campuses is noted.  For Aurukun and Mapoon campuses this is attributed to the number of students increasing from one.  There is stabilization in 2003-2005 for these two campuses, followed by significant increases in 2006.  A drop in Napranum scores in 2005 could be related to the rolling out of school operations.  Percentages of students falling into the bottom 15% on literacy in the state should be noted, particularly the high percentages of Aurukun students in the bottom 15%.

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Year 3 Test Numeracy: Western Cape College Campus Comparisons
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These four graphs compare outcomes for students across all Western Cape College campuses.  This comparison is made on each of the numeracy components of the Year 3 Test.  An overall numeracy comparison is included as a quick reference of general numeracy outcomes.  These comparisons are based on all students.  

Comment: The above graphs demonstrate the disparate outcomes experienced between campuses of Western Cape College.  Graphically, Aurukun and Napranum campuses have consistently poorer outcomes than Weipa and Mapoon.  Mapoon campus receives better scale score averages than Aurukun and Napranum and despite a drop in 2002 is relatively close graphically to Weipa, with Mapoon overtaking Weipa in 2006.  This 2002 drop is explained by an increase in class size from one student.  It is noted that Aurukun from 2002-2006 is consistently below state benchmarks.  2001 status is not calculable for Aurukun and Mapoon as only one student represents each campus.  Napranum had an increase in 2005 on the Data component; this is a reverse of all other results for Napranum which drop in 2005.  The percentage of students from all four campuses in the bottom 15% on numeracy is noted.

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Year 5 Test ATSI and Non ATSI Literacy Comparison

These four graphs compare the average scores of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander students to non Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander students.  This comparison is made on each of the literacy components of the Year 5 Test.  An overall literacy measure is included as a quick reference of general literacy outcomes.  ATSI and non ATSI comparisons are made only for the Weipa Campus of Western Cape College as non ATSI scores on other campuses are not calculable.  

Comment: The above graphs highlight the differences between ATSI and non ATSI student outcomes.  ATSI students perform lower on all components.  A slight drop in ATSI scale scores is noted in 2002 on all components, this coincides with a slight decrease in non ATSI and slight increase of ATSI students.  There is a slow increase for ATSI students with a peak in 2004 which then drops again in 2005 but stabilizes in 2006.  The proportion of Year 5 ATSI students in the bottom 15% on literacy fluctuates with a high in 2005, but a significant decrease in 2006, the lowest in four years.  Non ATSI percentages in the bottom 15% decreases with an increase in 2003, in 2005 the percentage is back to the 2002 low of 15.4% but returns to the 2001 high in 2006 of 19.4%.

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Year 5 Test ATSI and Non ATSI Numeracy Comparison 
The above four graphs compare the average scores of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander students to non Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander students.  This comparison is made on each of the numeracy components of the Year 5 Test.  An overall numeracy measure is included as a quick reference of general numeracy outcomes.  ATSI and non ATSI comparisons are made only for the Weipa Campus of Western Cape College as non ATSI scores on other campuses are not calculable.  

Comment: The above graphs highlight the differences between ATSI and non ATSI student outcomes.  Non ATSI outcomes are fairly consistent, with a slight rise over 2001-2005.  This slightly drops back in 2006  There is a slow increase of ATSI scale scores peaking in 2004, this is particularly the case on the space component with scores comparable to non ATSI students.  This peak is highlighted by the drop in the proportion of Year 5 ATSI students in the bottom 15% on Numeracy.  In 2005 ATSI outcomes decrease, this coincides with the largest number of ATSI students represented, however 2006 see scores recover.  The proportion of non ATSI students in the bottom 15% in 2002 and 2003 increases above state averages, in 2004 - 2006 though percentages drop back down below state percentages.

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Year 5 Test Literacy: Western Cape College Campus Comparisons
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The above graphs compare outcomes for students across all Western Cape College campuses.  This comparison is made on each of the literacy components of the Year 5 Test.  An overall literacy comparison is included as a quick reference of general literacy outcomes.  These comparisons are based on all students.  Note – in 2003 there are no results for Mapoon due to no enrolments that year. 

Comment: The above graphs demonstrate the disparate outcomes experienced between campuses of Western Cape College.  Graphically, Aurukun, Mapoon and Napranum campuses have consistently poorer outcomes than Weipa.  Aurukun, Mapoon and Napranum campuses experience a drop in 2002 on most of the literacy components.  This is attributed to a significant increase in class size for all three campuses.  Results appear to recover in 2003 and remain fairly consistent to 2006.  Weipa results have remained consistent from 2001 to 2006.  Literacy overall measures show that all campuses, with the exception of Weipa in 2004 and Mapoon in 2006 are below state benchmarks.  Note the percentages of students in the bottom 15% on literacy across all campuses.

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The above and below graphs compare outcomes for students across all Western Cape College campuses.  This comparison is made on each of the numeracy components of the Year 5 Test.  An overall numeracy comparison is included as a quick reference of general numeracy outcomes.  These comparisons are based on all students.  Note – in 2003 there are no results for Mapoon due to no enrolments that year. 

Comment:  The above and below graphs demonstrate the disparate outcomes experienced between campuses of Western Cape College.  Graphically, Aurukun and Napranum campuses have consistently poorer outcomes than Weipa.  All four campuses have fairly consistent overall numeracy outcomes, with the exception of Mapoon where results are disrupted in 2003.  In particular, Weipa results have remained consistent from 2001 to 2006 with a slight decrease in scores in 2006.  Aurukun and Napranum campuses are below state benchmarks on all numeracy components.  Numeracy overall measures show that Weipa with the exception of 2004 is also below state benchmarks.  Note the percentages of students in the bottom 15% on numeracy across all campuses.

Comment: These graphs highlight the differences between ATSI and non ATSI student outcomes.  ATSI students perform lower on all components.  A slight drop in ATSI scale scores is noted in 2002 on all components, this coincides with a significant increase of ATSI students.  There is a slow increase for ATSI students with a peak in 2004 which then drops again in 2005, stabilizing in 2006.  This drop coincides with a slight increase of Non ATSI students.  The proportion of Year 7 ATSI students in the bottom 15% on literacy have consistently fallen from 2001 to 2006.

ATSI and non ATSI comparisons are made only for the Weipa Campus of Western Cape College as non ATSI scores on other campuses are not calculable.  

Comment: The above graphs highlight the differences between ATSI and non ATSI student outcomes.  ATSI students perform lower on all components.  ATSI scale scores remain fairly consistent from 2001 to 2006.  A slight drop in non ATSI scores in 2002 and 2005 is noted.  The proportion of Year 7 ATSI students in the bottom 15% on numeracy have consistently increased from 2001 to 2005 but decreased almost 10 percentage points in 2006.  Non ATSI students in the bottom 15% on numeracy peaked in 2002, this coincides with a significant increase in ATSI student numbers, from 2003 to 2006 these percentages have decreased with a record low in 2006 of 8.6%.

Generally, there are wide gaps between Aurukun and Weipa campus although the 2005 and 2006 scale scores on the reading component are graphically similar to Weipa results.  Weipa results remain fairly consistent over all literacy components of the Year 7 Test but remain below state benchmarks with the exception of 2001 on the reading component, this is the same finding at Aurukun.  The difference between the two campuses though is highlighted in the proportion of year 7 students in the bottom 15% on literacy.

Attendance

Regular attendance is the most critical factor in student achievement.  Western Cape College seeks to improve attendance at each campus by addressing issues particular to the community.  Patterns of attendance have differed across the four campuses for a range of reasons, and continue to do so, although improvements are also evident across all campuses.  

Western Cape College: Campus Comparison of Attendance Percentages
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Comment: The above graphs highlight the differences in attendance numbers experienced in each of the campuses.  Aurukun campus has particularly low attendance rates compared to the other campuses.  There has been improvement over time on each of the campus sites in terms of attendance numbers and this is encouraging.  Attendance data for Napranum ceases in 2006 due to the closure of the Campus.  There is still a long way to go for Western Cape College to meet the strategic priorities of 90% attendance at Weipa and 80% at Aurukun.  In 2006 Mapoon Campus missed the 90% goal by less than one percentage point this is a major achievement to be celebrated.

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Year 12 Outcomes

The education agenda around senior schooling has become more focused and outcomes based.  The Service Guarantee for Torres Strait and Cape District: A Senior Schooling Strategy has focused successful senior outcomes on Year 12 students achieving an overall position, VET pathway or paid employment.  Western Cape College is committed to this approach and it is expected that over the next three years significant changes in Year 12 outcomes will become evident.  This will address the current gap between enrolment numbers and Year 12 outcomes.
